HERE ARE THE STEPS TO FOLLOW IN ORGANIZING YOUR TRIP:

1. Contact our office as soon as possible and reserve

your trip date on the river of your choice (reserve
early - our trips fill up quickly!) At the time the
reservation is made we will set up the date that
deposits and final balances will be due. We will
then mail you a reservation confirmation outlining
the trip information. If you like, our office can
design and mail you flyers containing all of the
pertinent trip details. These flyers are an excellent
way to publicize your trip - anyone interested in
participating will have all the information at hand
for easy reference.

2. Begin collecting the deposits and mail a single

3.

check to our office by the deposit due date as
shown on your reservation confirmation. If your
deposits will be late, call us! We can only hold trip
spots for a limited time so it is important to stay in
contact with us concerning the deposit status. If a
participant is unable to go on the trip after paying
the deposit, another person may be substituted in
their place. If a participant would like information
on trip cancellation insurance, please contact our
office.

If after sending in your initial deposit you have
more people who would like to add to the trip,

first give us a call to see if space is still available
on your reserved trip date. Then gather the
additional deposit monies and forward them to our
office.

4. After receiving the deposits for your group, we will

send you trip notes. These notes include an
outline of what to bring and other details about the
trip. Itis very important that everyone going on the
trip gets a copy of the trip information. We will also
be sending out driving instructions and
camping/meeting area assignments approximately
two weeks prior to your trip date.

. If your group is planning on using our charter coach

transportation from Southern California, we will let
you know the departure spot and time (usually 1-3
pm from Orange County and 3-4:30 pm from Los
Angeles/San FernandoValley/Valencia).

6. Gather the final payment money from the

participants and forward a single check to our
office 45 days prior to the trip date. Again, if your
payment will be late - call us! It is really important
that we keep in touch! Finally, let us know if
anyone in your group would like to rent tents ($35
per 2 day trip for 2-person dome tent; $55 per 2
day trip for 4-person cabin tent) or wetsuits (one
day rental $15; 2 day rental $20). Send payments
for these rentals to us with the final installment.

7. Now relax - your task is finished and we'll handle

the rest. ENJOY YOUR GREAT RAFTING
